higher on at least one AP Exam during high school compared to 3 in the 2006 cohort and 0 in the 2002 
cohort.

• 57 Asian, Asian American, or Pacific Islander students from the public high school class of 2007 earned a 

3 or higher on at least one AP Exam during high school compared to 46 in the 2006 cohort and 29 in the 
2002 cohort.

• 1,591 White students from the public high school class of 2007 took at least one AP Exam during high 

school compared to 1,483 in the 2006 cohort and 1,072 in the 2002 cohort. 
• 941 White students from the public high school class of 2007 earned a 3 or higher on at least one AP 

Exam during high school compared to 939 in the 2006 cohort and 662 in the 2002 cohort.

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Notes 
 
1. The “public high school class of 2007” is the overall number of public school students graduating from high school in 
2007, as projected in Knocking at the College Door (2003), Western Interstate Commission for Higher Education. 
2. “Equity and excellence” indicates that a student has earned at least one AP Exam grade of 3 or higher in one or more AP 
Exams during high school. 
3. Science is composed of Biology, Chemistry, Environmental Science, Physics B, Physics C: Electricity & Magnetism, and 
Physics C: Mechanics. Math is composed of Calculus AB, Calculus BC, Computer Science A, Computer Science AB, and 
Statistics. English is composed of English Language and Composition and English Literature and Composition. Social 
Science is composed of Macroeconomics, Microeconomics, European History, Government and  Politics: Comparative, 
Government and Politics: United States, Human Geography, Psychology, United States History, and World History. Art is 
composed of Art History, Music Theory, Studio Art: 2-D Design, Studio Art: 3-D Design, and Studio Art: Drawing. 
Language is composed of Chinese Language and Culture, French Literature, French Language, German Language, Italian 
Language and Culture, Japanese Language and Culture, Latin Literature, Latin: Vergil, Spanish Language, and Spanish 
Literature. 
4. “Most popular” is measured by the number of AP Exams taken; the number of exams earning a 3 or higher is not 
considered when ranking the 10 most popular AP Exams.
